Frequently Asked Questions

Q: What is the difference between IWCAM and GEF-IWCAM?

A: IWCAM is the acronym which describes an approach for integrating the management of watersheds and coastal areas.  GEF-IWCAM is a finite project that promotes the IWCAM approach through capacity building activities, demonstration projects, and other initiatives.

Q: Aren’t IWRM and IWCAM the same thing?
A: In some cases they are, but not in all.  IWRM is integrated water resources management, whereas IWCAM specifically refers to the integration of watershed and coastal areas management.  IWCAM is commonly referred to as an IWRM approach for small island states.
